Romans 11:29

One Holy Ghost but nine gifts of that one Spirit and God can operate those gifts 

through us at any time (if we walk in the Spirit) for the edifying of the church. 

 

Ephesians 4:8  

8 Wherefore he saith, When he ascended up on high, he led captivity captive, and 

gave gifts unto men.  

 

Ephesians 4:11-13  
11 And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and 

some, pastors and teachers;  

12 For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of 

the body of Christ:  

13 Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of 

God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ:  

 

This five fold ministry is the wonderful gift of God to the church that we may be 

safely directed to our ultimate goal of obtaining heaven. 

 

Luke 11:9-13    
9 And I say unto you, Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; 

knock, and it shall be opened unto you.  

10 For every one that asketh receiveth; and he that seeketh findeth; and to him that 

knocketh it shall be opened.  

11 If a son shall ask bread of any of you that is a father, will he give him a stone? 

or if he ask a fish, will he for a fish give him a serpent?  

12 Or if he shall ask an egg, will he offer him a scorpion?  

13 If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your children: how 

much more shall your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to them that ask him?
